Key State Initiative

In a few weeks, TCAD ramped up a program that linked local restaurant kitchens,
largely idled by pandemic shutdowns, with thousands of older clients who were at
risk of going hungry. When the U.S. government learned about Tennessee’s efforts,
federal officials linked TCAD staff with state counterparts nationwide who were
eager to duplicate its success. At its height, the nutrition program operated at over
200 percent of typical meal capacity, serving 86,000 meals per week. The TCAD
restaurant initiative continues to serve meals, with 98 small businesses serving as
alternative meal-producing sites for older adults.
